STUDENTS WILL NEED THE FOLLOWING ITEMS FOR THE FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL:

1 Student plan book (must be purchased through the school while supplies last).
4-8 #2 pencils (required for standardized testing and math).
1-2 Pink erasers.
2 Blue or black pens (medium or fine point / no flairs, gel pens, roller ball or multicolored pens).
2 Red pens (medium or fine point / no flairs or multicolored pens)
1 12 inch ruler with standard and metric measures.
1 Pencil bag (please, no boxes).
1 Box of colored pencils, 24/box.
3 Looseleaf Notebook paper (8 ½ x 11, must be WIDE RULED - No College Rule Please).
1 Scissors 
8 Spiral notebooks-wide ruled (Single subject)
3-6 Folders (Homework and Class work)
1 Pack of Index Cards 3x5  
3 1”  - 3 ring binder (or 1   3” – 3 ring binder with dividers)
2  Composition book
1 Expanding file folder to hold papers for 8 or more subjects
1 Protractor
1 Compass
1 Box of colored markers
1 Shoe box for future use
1 Graph paper (notebook or package)
3-4 Highlighters different colors  (red, green, and yellow)
3          Looseleaf notebook paper ( 10 ½ x 8,  College Ruled- Student’s in Mrs. Samonte’s Math only)

Other supplies may be needed throughout the year.  Teacher will send a note requesting additional 
supplies when they are needed.

5.  One small game or toy
6.  A supportive letter or photo
7.  One space or solar blanket (can be purchased at Big 5 or any place where camping         equipment 
is sold)
8.  Pre-K through Third Grade - One change of underwear

We cannot stress enough the importance of these kits.  The kits are kept until the last day of school, 
then they are sent home.
